Safety notes

General power tool safety warnings

WARNING Read all safety warn-
Aings and all instructions.

Failure to follow the warnings and
instructions may result in electric shock, fire
and/or serious injury.

Save all warnings and instructions for

future reference. The term “power tool” in

the warnings refers to your mains- operated

(corded) power tool or battery-operated (cord-

less) power tool.

Work area safety

» Keep work area clean and well lit. Clut-
tered or dark areas invite accidents.

» Do not operate power tools in explosive
atmospheres, such as in the presence of
flammable liquids, gases or dust. Power
tools create sparks which may ignite the
dust or fumes.

» Keep children and bystanders away while
operating a power tool. Distractions can
cause you to lose control.

Electrical safety

» Power tool plugs must match the outlet.
Never modify the plug in any way. Do
not use any adapter plugs with earthed
(grounded) power tools. Unmodified plugs
and matching outlets will reduce risk of
electric shock.

» Avoid body contact with earthed or ground-
ed surfaces, such as pipes, radiators,
ranges and refrigerators. There is an in-
creased risk of electric shock if your body
is earthed or grounded.

» Do not expose power tools to rain or wet
conditions. Water entering a power tool will
increase the risk of electric shock.

» Do not abuse the cord. Never use the
cord for carrying, pulling or unplugging the
power tool. Keep cord away from heat, oil,
sharp edges and moving parts. Damaged
or entangled cords increase the risk of
electric shock.

» When operating a power tool outdoors,
use an extension cord suitable for outdoor
use. Use of a cord suitable for outdoor use
reduces the risk of electric shock.

» If operating a power tool in a damp loca-
tion is unavoidable, use a residual current
device (RCD) protected supply. Use of an
RCD reduces the risk of electric shock.

Personal safety

» Stay alert, watch what you are doing and
use common sense when operating a
power tool. Do not use a power tool while
you are tired or under the influence of
drugs, alcohol or medication. A moment
of inattention while operating power tools
may result in serious personal injury.

» Use personal protective equipment. Always
wear eye protection. Protective equipment
such as dust mask, nonskid safety shoes,
hard hat, or hearing protection used for
appropriate conditions will reduce personal
injuries.

» Prevent unintentional starting. Ensure the
switch is in the off-position before connect-
ing to power source and/or battery pack,
picking up or carrying the tool. Carrying
power tools with your finger on the switch
or energising power tools that have the
switch on invites accidents.

» Remove any adjusting key or wrench be-
fore turning the power tool on. A wrench or
a key left attached to a rotating part of the
power tool may result in personal injury.

» Do not overreach. Keep proper footing and
balance at all times. This enables better
control of the power tool in unexpected sit-
uations.

» Dress properly. Do not wear loose clothing
or jewellery. Keep your hair, clothing and
gloves away from moving parts. Loose
clothes, jewellery or long hair can be
caught in moving parts.

» If devices are provided for the connection
of dust ex- traction and collection facilities,
ensure these are connected and properly
used. Use of dust collection can reduce
dust-related hazards.

Power tool use and care

» Stay alert, watch what you are doing and
use the power tool wisely. Do not use a
power tool when you are tired or under the
influence of drugs, alcohol or medicines.
One moment of inattention while operating
a power tool can result in serious injury.

» Use personal protective equipment. Al-
ways wear safety goggles. The use of
personal protective equipment such as a
face shield, non-slip shoes, a hard hat or
hearing protection, depending on the type
of power tool operation, reduces the risk of
injury.

» Prevent the power tool from being
switched on unintentionally. Before con-
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necting the power tool to the mains and/
or battery, or lifting or carrying the power
tool, make sure that it is turned off. Holding
your finger on the switch while transporting
the power tool and connecting the power
tool to the mains while the power tool is on
can cause an accident.

» Remove the setting tool or wrenches be-
fore turning on the power tool. A tool or
wrench placed in a rotating part of a power
tool can cause injury.

» Do not assume an unnatural body position.
Always take a stable position and keep
your balance. This gives you better control
of the power tool in unexpected situations.

» Wear suitable work clothes. Do not wear
loose clothing or jewelry. Keep hair and
clothing away from moving parts. Loose
clothes, jewelry or long hair can be caught
in rotating parts.

» If it is possible to install dust extraction and
dust collection devices, check their con-
nection and correct use. The use of a dust
extractor can reduce the danger posed by
dust.

» Good knowledge of power tools, gained as
a result of their frequent use, should not
lead to self-confidence and disregard for
safe handling of power tools. One careless
action in a fraction of a second can result
in serious injury.

ATTENTION! In the event of an interruption

in the operation of the power tool due to a

complete or partial loss of power supply or

damage to the power control circuit, set the
switch to the off position, making sure that it
is not blocked (if any). Disconnect the mains
plug from the socket or remove the removable
battery. This prevents an uncontrolled restart.

Power tool use and handling

» Do not overload the power tool. Use the
appropriate special power tool for the job.
With the right power tool, you work better
and more reliably in the specified power
range.

» Do not operate a power tool with a faulty
switch. A power tool that cannot be turned
on or off is dangerous and must be re-
paired.

» Before setting up the power tool, changing
accessories, or storing the power tool,
unplug the power tool from the wall outlet
and/or remove the battery if possible. This
precaution prevents the power tool from
being switched on unintentionally.

» Keep power tools out of the reach of
children. Do not allow anyone who is not
familiar with it or who has not read these
instructions to use the power tool. Power
tools are dangerous in the hands of inex-
perienced persons.

» The appliance is not intended for use by
persons (including children) with reduced
physical, sensory or mental capabilities,
or lack of experience or knowledge, un-
less they have been given supervision or
instruction regarding the use of the ap-
pliance by a person responsible for their
safety.

» Take good care of power tools and acces-
sories. Check the function and running of
the moving parts of the power tool for per-
fect function, for breakage or damage that
would impair the function of the power tool.
Damaged parts must be repaired before
using the power tool. Poor maintenance of
power tools is the cause of a large number
of accidents.

» Keep cutting tools sharp and clean. Care-
fully maintained cutting tools with sharp
cutting edges are less likely to jam and are
easier to guide.

» Use power tools, accessories, work tools,
etc. in accordance with these instructions.
Consider the working conditions and the
work to be done. Use of power tools for
unintended work can lead to dangerous
situations.

» Keep handles and gripping surfaces dry
and clean and free from oil or grease. Slip-
pery handles and gripping surfaces pre-
vent safe handling of the tool and prevent
reliable control in unforeseen situations.

Application and maintenance of

cordless tools

» The battery is not fully charged when
shipped. To ensure full battery perfor-
mance, fully charge the battery before first
use.

» Use the battery only in combination with
your P.I.T. This is the only way to prevent
dangerous battery overload.

» Charge batteries only with chargers rec-
ommended by the manufacturer. A charger
designed for certain types of batteries may
present a fire hazard when used with other
batteries.

» Only use the batteries specified for this
purpose in power tools. Use of other bat-
teries may result in personal injury and fire
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hazard.

» Make sure the tool is turned off before
inserting the battery. Inserting a recharge-
able battery into a powered tool may result
in an accident.

» Check the battery for firm seating. It has
two levels of fixation.

Important safety instructions for

working with the battery pack.

WARNING: Use only original P.I.T. Use of bat-

teries not manufactured by P.I.T. or batteries

that have been modified may result in battery
explosion, fire, personal injury or property
damage. It will also automatically void the

P.I.T. on the P.L.T. tool and charger.

» Before using the battery pack, read all in-

structions and warning labels on the char-

ger, battery pack, and tool powered by the
battery pack.

Do not disassemble the battery pack.

Do not drop or hit the battery pack.

Do not use a damaged battery pack

If the operating time of the battery pack

becomes significantly shortened, stop us-

ing it immediately. Otherwise, the unit may
overheat, resulting in burns and even an
explosion.

» If electrolyte gets into your eyes, rinse with
plenty of clean water and seek medical at-
tention immediately. This can lead to vision
loss.

» Do not short the contacts of the battery
pack with each other:

(1) Do not touch the contacts with any con-

ductive objects.

(2) Do not store the battery pack in a con-

tainer with other metal objects such as nails,

coins, etc.

(3) Do not expose the battery pack to water or

rain. Shorting the contacts of the battery pack

together can cause high current, overheating,
possible burns, and even breakage of the
pack.

» Do not store the tool and battery pack
where the temperature can reach or ex-
ceed 50°C (122°F).

» Do not throw the battery pack into a fire,
even if it is severely damaged or com-
pletely out of order. The battery pack may
explode if exposed to fire.

» If the battery is damaged or misused, gas
may be released. Provide fresh air and if
you have any complaints, consult a doctor.
Gases can cause respiratory irritation.

» Clean the battery vents from time to time
with a soft, dry, and clean brush.

» Charge the battery pack without complete-
ly discharging it. Be sure to stop using the
tool and charge the unit if you notice a de-
crease in tool power.

» Never recharge a fully charged battery
pack. Overcharging shortens battery life.

» Charge the battery pack at room tempera-
ture. Allow a hot battery pack to cool be-
fore charging.

» Charge the lithium-ion battery pack if you
will not be using the tool for a long time
(more than six months).

» Do not open the battery. Doing so may
cause a short circuit.

» Protect the battery from high temperatures
such as prolonged exposure to the sun,
fire, water and moisture. There is a risk of
explosion.

» Store the battery within the temperature
range of 0 to 45°C. Do not leave the bat-
tery in the car in summer.

» The supplied lithium-ion batteries must be
used in accordance with the requirements
of the dangerous goods laws. For commer-
cial shipments, such as by a third party or
freight forwarder, special warnings and la-
bels must be applied to the packaging. Be
sure to consult with a Hazardous Materials
Specialist when preparing your device for
shipping. Also observe local requirements
and regulations. They may be stricter.
Cover or secure open contacts and pack
the battery so that it does not move around
in the package.

» Follow local regulations regarding disposal
of the battery pack.

Safety instructions for rotary ham-

mers

» Wear hearing protection. Exposure to
noise can cause hearing loss.

» Use the additional handle supplied with
the tool. Improper handling may result in
injury.

» Hold the tool by insulated surfaces
when working where the drill bit may
come into contact with hidden wires.
Contact of drill bits with live wires may
cause exposed metal parts of the tool to
become live and cause electric shock to
the operator.

» Wear a hard hat (safety helmet), safety
glasses and/or a face shield. Regular
glasses or sunglasses are not safety
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glasses. Wearing a dust mask and thick
gloves is highly recommended.

» Make sure the drill is in place before
starting work.

» The tool generates vibrations during
operation. The screws can easily loos-
en, causing malfunctions or accidents.
Carefully check the tightening of the
screws before operation.

» In cold weather or when the tool has
not been used for a long time, run the
tool without a load to warm it up. This
will warm up the lubricant. Without proper
preheating, drilling will be difficult.

» Always ensure stable support. When

using the tool at height, make sure there is

no one below.

Hold the tool firmly with both hands.

Keep hands away from moving parts.

Do not leave the tool unattended while

it is running. Only operate the tool when

you are holding it in your hands.

» Do not point the tool at people nearby
while working. The drill may fly out and
seriously injure others.

» Do not touch the drill, parts near the drill
or the workpiece immediately after use, as
they may be very hot and cause burns.

» Some materials contain toxic chem-
icals. Be careful not to inhale dust and
avoid skin contact. Follow safety instruc-
tions.

» Always turn off the tool and remove the
battery and drill bit before passing the
tool on to others.

» Before working, make sure there are no
buried objects such as electric pipes,
water pipes or gas pipes in the work
area. Otherwise, the drill bit blade may
cause electric shock, leakage or gas leak-
age when it comes into contact with them.

» Do not operate the tool without load un-
less necessary.

Switch Operation Warning: Before con-
necting the tool, always check that the switch
trigger operates properly and returns to the off
position when released.
WARNING: Do not allow your experience with
the product (through repeated use) to lead
you to ignore strict adherence to the relevant
safety rules. Improper use or failure to follow
the safety rules in the instructions may result
in serious injury.

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Installation and operation
Installing the side handle(auxiliary handle)
(Fig. A)
CAUTION: Always use the side handle for
safe operation. The side handle rotates to
allow the user to operate the tool in any po-
sition. Turn the side handle counterclockwise
to loosen it. Set the handle to the desired
position, then turn clockwise to lock the side
handle.

Installing or removing a drill (Fig. B-D)

» Clean the drill bit shank and apply grease
before installing the drill bit. Lubricating the
chuck ensures smooth operation and lon-
ger life.

» Insert the drill bit into the tool until it is fully
engaged. Once the drill bit is installed, try
to pull it out to make sure the drill bit is se-
curely attached.

» To remove the bit, pull the chuck cover
down and then pull the bit out.

Impact drilling (Fig. E)

CAUTION: The tool/drill bit may be subject

to sudden, strong torque if the drill hole be-

comes clogged with debris or chips, or if the
drill bit strikes rebar in concrete while drilling.

Always hold the tool firmly by both the aux-

iliary handle and the main handle while op-

erating. Failure to do so may result in loss of
control of the tool and serious injury.

Set the operating mode switch to the “Ham

Drilling” position'g.Set the second mode

switch to the “Ham Drilling” positionrg.

Place the drill bit in the correct position in
the hole and press the switch. Do not apply
strong pressure to the tool. It is better to apply
light pressure. Keep the tool correctly posi-
tioned to prevent it from falling out of the hole.
Do not apply excessive force when the hole
is clogged with chips or debris. Instead, rotate
the tool at idle speed and gradually remove
the drill bit from the hole. Repeat this several
times, the hole will be clear and you can start
drilling again.

Note: When the tool is running without load,
the drill may rotate off-center. The tool is auto-
matically centered during operation. This does
not affect the accuracy of the drilled hole.
Chiselling mode (Fig. F)

Set the mode switch to the “Hamming” posi-
tiong.Hold the tool firmly with both hands.

Turn on the tool and apply light pressure to
prevent the tool from jumping around uncon-
trollably. Pressing harder on the tool will not

increase the effectiveness.

Chuck type

SDS-MAX (two holes and three slots).

Maintenance and cleaning

Disconnect power before making any adjust-

ments, repairs or maintenance.

» The power tool does not require additional
lubrication or maintenance. There are no
user-serviceable parts in the power tool.
Never clean the power tool with water or
chemical cleaning agents. Wipe with a dry
cloth. Store the power tool in a dry place.
Keep the motor ventilation openings clean.

Before using the machine, fill the lubricant

tank as shown above (Fig. H).

» Keep the tool upright and add grease

until the grease is no longer visible in the

grease level sight glass.

Before refueling, unscrew the oil window

with a wrench.

Be careful not to lose the o-ring attached

to the bottom of the grease filler cap.

Check the lubricant level daily to ensure

there is lubricant in the reservoir.

» After refilling, close the lid tightly.

Note: Before refilling, it is better to clean the

old grease from the tank, and then add new

grease according to the engine specification.

Do not add unknown grease arbitrarily.

Service

To ensure product safety and reliability, re-

pairs, maintenance, or adjustments must be

performed by an authorized P.I.T. service cen-

ter or factory service center. Always use P.I.T.

replacement parts.

Storage and transportation

Store the tool in closed rooms with natural

ventilation in the package at an air tempera-

ture from -10°C to +50°C and air humidity of

no more than 80%.

Products can be transported by any type of

closed transport, with or without the manufac-

turer’s packaging, while protecting the product
from mechanical damage and precipitation.

TERMS OF WARRANTY SERVICE

To customers (users) of warranty service:

1. This warranty certificate is the only docu-
ment that confirms your right to free warranty
service. If this proof is not presented, no
claims will be accepted. Warranty certificates
cannot be recovered if lost or damaged.

2. It is required to provide a valid and legal
document for purchasing the product. The
document must have the name or seal of the
sales company; at the same time, state the
full model name of the purchased P.I.T. prod-
uct, the serial number on the nameplate of the
fuselage, and the date of purchase, and the
required warranty. The whole machine and its
accessories.

The warranty period:

1. The warranty period of the product is 12
months from the date of sale. During the
warranty period, the service department
will eliminate manufacturing defects free of
charge and replace the parts that fail due to
the manufacturer’s fault. In warranty repair, an
equivalent operable product is not provided.
Replaceable parts become the property of the
service provider.

2. The wear degree on the diameter of the
motor rotor commutator is less than 0.4 mm
(except for brushless motor tools), and the
internal damage caused by the quality of the
tool belongs to the warranty.

The following situations occur during the
warranty period, which is not covered by the
warranty:

1. In the absence of any valid legal docu-
ments (invoices) such as warranty certificates

and warranty cards to prove the date of pur-
chase.

2. Damage caused by natural wear and over-
load. (For example, motor rotor and stator fail-
ure caused by overload, scorching or melting
of the primary winding of the welding machine
transformer, charging or starting the charging
device, melting of internal parts, burning of
electronic circuit boards, etc.)

3. The casing and power cord are mechani-
cally damaged, as well as damage caused by
corrosive media and high and low tempera-
ture, foreign objects entering the ventilation
network of the motor, and damage caused by
improper storage (corrosion of metal parts);

4. Damage caused by improper carrying,
transportation and storage by users.

5. Products that are opened, repaired, re-
placed or modified by users themselves.

6. Any damage caused by indiscriminate use,
beyond the scope of use of the tool, and not
in accordance with the instructions for use
and maintenance. (see chapter “Safety Pre-
cautions” in the manual);

7. The damage caused by the following situ-
ations is not guaranteed due to improper use
and non-quality problems:

(1) When the power tool is running at high
speed, use the braking device to forcibly stop
the rotation.

(2) Excessive pressure is applied to the tool
during the use of the tool.

(3) Use the tool outside the scope of its pur-
pose and capabilities.

(4) Damage caused by the tool working in
a dusty environment for a long time without
timely maintenance of the tool.

(5) Change the rotation direction of the work
head before the tool stops completely.

(6) Shock the battery or charger and replace
the plug of the charger without permission,
causing damage to the battery or charger.

(7) Damage caused by two-stroke gasoline
tools not being fueled in the correct propor-
tions.

The warranty does not include:

1. Replacement of accessories (accessories
and components) such as batteries, discs,
blades, drills, drills, chucks, chains, sprockets,
collet clamps, guide rails, tension and fasten-
ing elements, dresser heads, grinders And
belt sander base machine, hexagonal head,
etc,;
