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Safety notes

General power tool safety warnings

WARNING Read all safety warn-
Aings and all instructions. Failure to

follow the warnings and instructions
may result in electric shock, fire and/or seri-
ous injury.

Save all warnings and instructions for future

reference.

The term “power tool” in the warnings refers

to your mains-operated(corded) power tool or

battery operated (cordless) power tool.

Work area safety

» Keep work area clean and well lit. Clut-
tered or dark areas invite accidents.

» Do not operate power tools in explosive
atmospheres, such as in the presence
of flammable liquids, gases or dust.
Power tools create sparks which may ig-
nite the dust or fumes.

» Keep children and bystanders away
while operating a power tool. Distrac-
tions can cause you to lose control.

Electrical safety

» Power tool plugs must match the outlet.
Never modify the plug in any way. Do
not use any adapter plugs with earthed
(grounded) power tools. Unmodified
plugs and matching outlets will reduce risk
of electric shock.

» Avoid body contact with earthed or
grounded surfaces, such as pipes, radi-
ators, ranges and refrigerators. There is
an increased risk of electric shock if your
body is earthed or grounded.

» Do not expose power tools to rain or
wet conditions. Water entering a power
tool will increase the risk of electric shock.

» Do not abuse the cord. Never use the
cord for carrying, pulling or unplugging
the power tool. Keep cord away from
heat, oil, sharp edges or moving parts.
Damaged or entangled cords increase the
risk of electric shock.

» When operating a power tool outdoors,
use an extension cord suitable for out-
door use. Use of a cord suitable for out-
door use reduces the risk of electric shock.

» If operating a power tool in a damp
location is unavoidable, use a residual
current device (RCD) protected supply.
Use of an RCD reduces the risk of electric
shock.

Personal safety

» Stay alert, watch what you are doing
and use common sense when operat-
ing a power tool. Do not use a power tool
while you are tired or under the influence
of drugs, alcohol or medication. A moment
of inattention while operating power tools
may result in serious personal injury.

» Use personal protective equipment.
Always wear eye protection. Protective
equipment such as dust mask, non-skid
safety shoes, hard hat, or hearing protec-
tion used for appropriate conditions will
reduce personal injuries.

» Prevent unintentional starting. Ensure
the switch is in the off-position before
connecting to power source and/or
battery pack, picking up or carrying the
tool. Carrying power tools with your finger
on the switch or energizing power tools
that have the switch on invites accidents.

» Remove any adjusting key or wrench
before turning the power tool on. A
wrench or a key left attached to a rotating
part of the power tool may result in person-
al injury.

» Do not overreach. Keep proper footing
and balance at all times. This enables
better control of the power tool in unex-
pected situations.

» Dress properly. Do not wear loose
clothing or jewellery. Keep your hair,
clothing and gloves away from moving
parts. Loose clothes, jewellery or long hair
can be caught in moving parts.

» If devices are provided for the connec-
tion of dust extraction and collection
facilities, ensure these are connected
and properly used. Use of dust collection
can reduce dust-related hazards.

» Do not let familiarity gained from fre-
quent use of tools allow you to become
complacent and ignore tool safety prin-
ciples. A careless action can cause severe
injury within a fraction of a second.

Power tool use and care

» Do not force the power tool. Use the
correct power tool for your application.
The correct power tool will do the job bet-
ter and safer at the rate for which it was
designed.

» Do not use the power tool if the switch
does not turn it on and off. Any power
tool that cannot be controlled with the
switch is dangerous and must be repaired.
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» Disconnect the plug from the power
source and/or the battery pack from the
power tool before making any adjust-
ments, changing accessories, or stor-
ing power tools. Such preventive safety
measures reduce the risk of starting the
power tool accidentally.

» Store idle power tools out of the reach
of children and do not allow persons
unfamiliar with the power tool or these
instructions to operate the power tool.
Power tools are dangerous in the hands of
untrained users.

» Maintain power tools. Check for mis-
alignment or binding of moving parts,
breakage of parts and any other condi-
tion that may affect the power tool’s op-
eration. If damaged, have the power tool
repaired before use. Many accidents are
caused by poorly maintained power tools.

» Keep cutting tools sharp and clean.
Properly maintained cutting tools with
sharp cutting edges are less likely to bind
and are easier to control.

» Use the power tool, accessories and
tool bits, etc. in accordance with these
instructions, taking into account the
working conditions and the work to be
performed. Use of the power tool for oper-
ations different from those intended could
result in a hazardous situation.

» Keep handles and grasping surfaces
dry, clean and free from oil and grease.
Slippery handles and grasping surfaces do
not allow for safe handling and control of
the tool in unexpected situations.

Battery tool use and care

» The battery is not fully charged at the
time of delivery. To ensure full battery
performance, fully charge the battery be-
fore first use.

» Only use the battery in combination
with your P.I.T. This is the only way to
prevent dangerous battery overload.

» Recharge only with the charger speci-
fied by the manufacturer. A charger that
is suitable for one type of battery pack may
create a risk of fire when used with anoth-
er battery pack.

» Use power tools only with specifically
designated battery packs. Use of any
other battery packs may create a risk of
injury and fire.

Important safety instructions for working

with the battery pack.

WARNING: Use only original P.I.T. Use of bat-

teries not manufactured by P.L.T. or batteries

that have been modified may result in battery

explosion, fire, personal injury or property

damage. This will also automatically void the

P.L.T. on the P.L.T. tool and charger.

» Before using the battery pack, read all in-

structions and warning labels on the char-

ger, battery pack, and tool powered by the

battery pack.

Do not disassemble the battery pack.

Do not drop or hit the battery pack.

Do not use a damaged battery pack.

If the operating time of the battery pack is

significantly shortened, stop using it imme-

diately. Otherwise, the unit may overheat,

resulting in burns and even an explosion.

» If electrolyte gets into your eyes, rinse
them with plenty of clean water and seek
medical attention immediately. This can
lead to vision loss.

» Do not short the contacts of the battery
pack with each other:

(1) Do not touch the contacts with any con-

ductive objects.

(2) Do not store the battery pack in a con-

tainer with other metal objects such as nails,

coins, etc.

(3) Do not expose the battery pack to water or

rain. Shorting the contacts of the battery pack

together can cause high current, overheating,

possible burns, and even breakage of the

pack.

% » Do not throw the battery pack into a

fire, even if it is severely damaged or
completely out of order. The battery pack
may explode if exposed to fire.

» Gas may be released if the battery is dam-
aged or misused. Provide fresh air and if
you have any complaints, consult a doctor.
Gases can cause respiratory irritation.

» Clean the battery ventilation slots from
time to time with a soft, dry and clean
brush.

» Charge the battery pack without complete-
ly discharging it. Be sure to stop using the
tool and charge the unit if you notice a de-
crease in tool power.

» Never recharge a fully charged battery
pack. Overcharging shortens battery life.

» Charge the battery pack at room tempera-
ture. Allow a hot battery pack to cool be-
fore charging.
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Charge the lithium-ion battery pack if you
will not use the tool for a long time (more
than six months).

Do not open the battery, otherwise there is
a danger of a short circuit.

Protect the battery from high temperatures,
such as prolonged exposure to the sun,
fire, water and moisture. There is a risk of
explosion.

Store the battery between 0 and 45°C. Do
not leave the battery in the car in summer.
The supplied lithium-ion batteries must be
used in accordance with the requirements
of the dangerous goods legislation. For
commercial shipments, such as by a third
party or freight forwarder, special warnings
and labels must be applied to the packag-
ing. Be sure to consult with a Hazardous
Materials Specialist when preparing your
device for shipping. Also observe local re-
quirements and regulations. They may be
stricter.

Cover or secure open contacts and pack
the battery so that it does not move around
in the package.

Follow local regulations regarding the dis-
posal of the battery pack.

Safety warnings for miter saws

>

>

Miter saws are intended to cut wood
or wood-like products, they cannot be
used with abrasive cut-off wheels for
cutting ferrous material such as bars,
rods,studs, etc. Abrasive dust causes
moving parts such as the lower guard to
jam. Sparks from abrasive cutting will burn
the lower guard, the kerf insert and other
plastic parts.

Use clamps to support the workpiece
whenever possible. If supporting the
workpiece by hand, you must always
keep your hand at least 100 mm from
either side of the saw blade. Do not use
this saw to cut pieces that are too small
to be securely clamped or held by hand.
If your hand is placed too close to the saw
blade, there is an increased risk of injury
from blade contact.

The workpiece must be stationary and
clamped or held against both the fence
and the table. Do not feed the work-
piece into the blade or cut “freehand”
in any way. Unrestrained or moving work-
pieces could be thrown at high speeds,
causing injury.

Push the saw blade through the work-

piece to be cut. Do not pull the saw
blade towards you through the work-
piece. To make a cut, lift the saw han-
dle, pull over the workpiece without
cutting, start the engine, push the saw
handle downwards and push the saw
blade through the workpiece. Pulling
cutting will likely cause the saw blade to sit
on the workpiece and be thrown sharply
towards the operator.

Never cross your hand over the in-
tended line of cutting either in front or
behind the saw blade. Supporting the
workpiece “cross-handed” i.e. holding the
workpiece to the right of the saw blade
with your left hand or vice versa is very
dangerous.

Do not reach behind the fence with
either hand closer than 100 mm from
either side of the saw blade, to remove
wood scraps, or for any other reason
while the blade is spinning. The proxim-
ity of the spinning saw blade to your hand
may not be obvious and you may be seri-
ously injured.

Inspect your workpiece before cutting.
If the workpiece is bowed or warped,
clamp it with the outside bowed face
toward the fence. Always make certain
that there is no gap between the work-
piece, fence and table along the line of
the cut. Bent or warped workpieces can
twist or shift and may cause binding on the
spinning saw blade while cutting. There
should be no nails or foreign objects in the
workpiece.

Do not use the saw until the table is
clear of all tools,wood scraps, etc., ex-
cept for the workpiece. Small debris or
loose pieces of wood or other objects that
contact the revolving blade can be thrown
with high speed.

Cut only one workpiece at a time.
Stacked multiple workpieces cannot be ad-
equately clamped or braced and may bind
on the blade or shift during cutting.
Ensure the miter saw is mounted or
placed on a level,firm work surface
before use. A level and firm work surface
reduces the risk of the miter saw becoming
unstable.

Plan your work. Every time you change
the bevel or miter angle setting, make
sure the adjustable fence is set correct-
ly to support the workpiece and will not
interfere with the blade or the guarding

system. Without turning the tool “ON” and
with no workpiece on the table,move the
saw blade through a complete simulated
cut to assure there will be no interference
or danger of cutting the fence.

Provide adequate support such as table
extensions,saw horses, etc. for a work-
piece that is wider or longer than the ta-
ble top. Workpieces longer or wider than
the miter saw table can tip if not securely
supported.If the cut-off piece or workpiece
tips, it can lift the lower guard or be thrown
by the spinning blade.

Do not use another person as a sub-
stitute for a table extension or as addi-
tional support. Unstable support for the
workpiece can cause the blade to bind or
the workpiece to shift during the cutting
operation pulling you and the helper into
the spinning blade.

The cut-off piece must not be jammed
or pressed by any means against the
spinning saw blade. If confined,i.e. using
length stops, the cut-off piece could get
wedged against the blade and thrown vio-
lently.

Always use a clamp or a fixture de-
signed to properly support round mate-
rial such as rods or tubing. Rods have
a tendency to roll while being cut, causing
the blade to “bite” and pull the work with
your hand into the blade.

Let the blade reach full speed before
contacting the workpiece. This will
reduce the risk of the workpiece being
thrown.

If the workpiece or blade becomes
jammed, turn the miter saw off. Wait for
all moving parts to stop and disconnect
the plug from the power source. Then
work to free the jammed material. Con-
tinued sawing with a jammed workpiece
could cause loss of control or damage to
the miter saw.

After finishing the cut, release the
switch, hold the saw head down and
wait for the blade to stop before remov-
ing the cut-off piece. Reaching with your
hand near the coasting blade is danger-
ous.

Hold the handle firmly when making
an incomplete cut or when releasing
the switch before the saw head is com-
pletely in the down position. The braking
action of the saw may cause the saw head
to be suddenly pulled downward, causing

a risk of injury.

Keep your work area clean. Material
mixtures are particularly hazardous. Light
metal dust may catch fire or explode.

Do not use dull, cracked, bent or
damaged saw blades.Unsharpened or
improperly set saw blades produce
narrow kerf causing excessive friction,
blade binding and kickback.

Do not use saw blades made from high
speed steel (HSS). Such saw blades can
easily break.

Always use saw blades with correct
size and shape (diamond versus round)
of arbour holes. Saw blades that do not
match the mounting hardware of the saw
will run off-centre, causing loss of control.
Never remove cuttings, wood chips,
etc. from the cutting area while the
power tool is running. Always guide the
tool arm back to the neutral position first
and then switch the power tool off.

Do not touch the saw blade after work-
ing before it has cooled. The saw blade
becomes very hot while working.

Never make warning signs on the ma-
chine unrecognisable.

The power tool is delivered with a laser
warning sign(see table: “Symbols and
their meaning”).Do not direct the laser
beam at persons or animals and do not
stare into the direct or reflected laser
beam yourself. You could blind some-
body, cause accidents or damage your
eyes.

If laser radiation hits your eye, you
must close your eyes and immediately
turn your head away from the beam.

Do not use any optical instruments
such as binoculars to view the radiation
source. Doing so can damage your eye.
Do not direct the laser beam at persons
who are looking through binoculars or
similar instruments. Doing so can dam-
age their eye.

Do not make any modifications to the
laser equipment.The setting options de-
scribed in these operating instructions can
be used safely.

Do not use the laser goggles as pro-
tective goggles. The laser goggles make
the laser beam easier to see; they do not
protect you against laser radiation.

Do not use the laser goggles as sun-
glasses or while driving. The laser gog-
gles do not provide full UV protection and
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impair your ability to see colours.
WARNING! If operating or adjustment
devices other than those specified
here are used or other procedures are
carried out, this can lead to dangerous
exposure to radiation.

Assembly

» Removing the battery before carrying
out any work on the power tool.

Note: Check the power tool for possible dam-

age.

Before continuing to use the power tool,

carefully check that all protective devices or

slightly damaged parts are working perfectly

and according to specifications. Check that

the moving parts are working perfectly and

without jamming;

check whether any parts are damaged. All

parts must be fitted correctly and all the con-

ditions necessary to ensure smooth operation

must be met.

If the protective devices or any parts become

damaged, you must have them properly re-

paired or replaced by an authorised service

center.

Stationary or flexible mounting (see figure

A)

- To ensure safe handling, the power tool

must be mounted on a flat, stable work

surface (e.g. work bench) before use.

If in exceptional circumstances, it is not pos-

sible to mount the power tool on a flat and

stable work surface, you can improvise by

setting it up with the tilt protector.

» Without the tilt protector, the power tool
will not be stable and can tip over espe-
cially when sawing maximum miter and/

10
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or bevel angles.

- Rotate the tilt protector inwards or out-
wards until the power tool is positioned
straight on the work surface.

Dust/Chip extraction

The dust from materials such as lead paint,

some types of wood, minerals and metal can

be harmful to human health.

Touching or breathing in this dust can trigger

allergic reactions and/or cause respiratory

ilinesses in the user or in people in the near
vicinity.

Certain dusts, such as oak or beech dust,

are classified as carcinogenic, especially in

conjunction with wood treatment additives

(chromate, wood preservative). Materials con-

taining asbestos may only be machined by

specialists.

- Use a dust extraction system that is suit-
able for the material wherever possible.

- Provide good ventilation at the workplace.

- It is advisable to wear a P2 filter class
breathing mask.

The regulations on the material being ma-

chined that apply in the country of use must

be observed.

» Avoid dust accumulation at the work-
place. Dust can easily ignite.

Dust / swarf removal may be blocked due to a

clogged dust extraction tube.

- Switch off the power tool and.

- Wait for the saw blade to come to a com-
plete stop.

- Find the cause of poor dust extraction and
eliminate it.

Self-generated dust extraction (see figure

B)

For basic chip collection, use the dust bag

provided.

- Attach the dust bag to the chip ejector.

During sawing, the dust bag must not come

into contact with moving tool components.

Always empty the dust bag in good time.

» Check and clean the dust bag each time
after using.

» When sawing aluminium, remove the
dust bag to avoid the risk of fire.

External Dust Extraction

You can also attach a dust extraction hose to

the chip ejector for extraction.

- Connect the dust extraction hose to the
chip ejector.

The dust extractor must be suitable for the

material being worked.

When extracting dry dust that is especially

detrimental to health or carcinogenic, use a

special dust extractor.

Changing the saw blade

» Wear protective gloves when fitting the
saw blade. There is a risk of injury when
touching the saw blade.

Assembly with hex socket screw (see fig-

ures C-E)

Fitting the saw blade

» When fitting the saw blade, make sure
that the cutting direction of the teeth
(arrow direction on the saw blade)
matches the direction of the arrow on
the protective guard.

If required, clean all the parts you want to fit

before installing them.

- Swivel the retracting blade guard back-
wards as far as possible and hold it in this
position.

- Place the new saw blade onto the interior
clamping flange.

- Slowly push the retracting blade guard
back down.

- Put on the clamping flange and the screw.
Press the spindle lock until it engages and
tighten the screw by turning it anticlock-
wise.

Operation

Transport Safety Lock (see figure F)

The transport safety lock makes it easier to

handle the power tool when transporting it to

various working locations.

Unlocking the power tool (work position)

- Press the tool arm down slightly by the
handle to release the transport safety lock.

- Pull the transport safety lock all the way
out.

- Slowly guide the tool arm upwards.

Locking the power tool (transport position)

- Loosen the locking screw if it is clamping
the slide device in place. Pull the tool arm
fully forward and tighten the locking screw
again to lock the slide device.

- Screw the adjusting screw all the way up-
wards.

- To lock the saw table in place, tighten the
locking knob.

- Swing the tool arm downwards by the han-
dle until you can press the transport safety
lock completely inwards.

The tool arm is now securely locked and

ready for transportation.

Setting miter angles (see figure G)

The horizontal cutting angle can be adjusted

in a wide range.

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Press the lock lever.

Press the turntable angle lock, turn the
saw table by the locking knob to the left or
right, and use the saw angle indicator to
set the desired horizontal angle.

Setting Bevel Angles (see figure H)

The bevel angle can be set between 0° and
45°.

Loosen the clamping handle.

Use the handle to swivel the tool arm until
the angle indicator shows the required
bevel angle.

Hold the tool arm in this position and re-
tighten the clamping handle.

Practical advice

Marking the cutting line (see figure I)

A laser beam shows you the cutting line of the
saw blade.

This allows for exact positioning of the work-
piece for sawing, kwithout having to open the
retracting blade guard.

To do this, turn on the laser beam, by brief-
ly pressing the switch.

Align your mark on the workpiece with the
right-hand edge of the laser line.

Note: Before sawing, check if the cutting line
is still indicated correctly. The laser beam can
be misplaced due to vibrations from intensive
use, for example.

Replacing insert plates (see figure J)

The insert plates can become worn after pro-
longed use of the power tool.

Replace faulty insert plates.

Bring the power tool into the work position.
Loosen the screws using the hex key and
remove the old insert plates.

Insert the new right-hand insert plate.
Screw the insert plate as far as possible to
the right with the screws so that the saw
blade does not come into contact with the
insert plate over the entire length of the
possible slide motion.

Workpiece clamping

For optimum work safety, always secure the
workpiece.

Do not process workpieces that are not large
enough for fastening.

Press the workpiece firmly against the stop
bars.

Insert the supplied clamp into one of the
holes provided for it.

Adjust the threaded rod of the clamp to the
height of the workpiece.

Tighten the threaded rod tightly to secure
the workpiece.

Adjustment (limitation) of the depth of cut
The depth of cut can be adjusted using the
depth gauge:

Turn the screw in/out to set the cutting
depth.

Check the adjustment by test cutting.
Special blanks

When machining curved or round workpieces,
you must secure them to prevent slipping. On
the cutting line, a gap between the workpiece,
the stop rail and the table is not allowed.

If necessary, special fasteners should be
made.

Basic settings - control and correction

To ensure an accurate cut after intensive
work, the initial settings of the power tool
should be checked and adjusted if necessary.
General sawing instructions

» Always tighten the locking knob and
the clamping handle firmly before saw-
ing. Otherwise the saw blade can be-
come wedged in the workpiece.

For all cuts, it must first be ensured
that the saw blade at no time can come
in contact with the fence, screw clamps
or other machine parts. Remove any
mounted auxiliary stops or adjust them
accordingly.

Protect the saw blade against impact and
shock. Do not subject the saw blade to lateral
pressure.

Only saw materials which are permitted within
the scope of the intended use.

Do not saw warped/bent workpieces. The
workpiece must always have a straight edge
to face against the fence.

The free end of long and heavy workpieces
must have something placed underneath it or
be supported.

Make sure that the retracting blade guard
operates properly and that it can move freely.
The retracting blade guard must open when
the tool arm is guided downwards. When the
tool arm is guided upwards, the retracting
blade guard must close again over the saw
blade and lock in the uppermost position of
the tool arm.

Sawing without slide movement (cutting
off) (see figure K1-K2)

For cuts without slide movement (small
workpieces), loosen the locking screw if it
is tightened. Push the tool arm all the way
towards the fence and retighten the lock-
ing screw.

Set the required miter and/or bevel angle
as necessary.

- Press the workpiece firmly against the
fences.

Firmly clamp the workpiece as appropriate
for its dimensions.

Switch the power tool on.

Slowly guide the tool arm downwards us-
ing the handle.

Saw through the workpiece applying uni-
form feed.

Switch off the power tool and wait until the
saw blade has come to a complete stop.
Sawing with slide movement

For cuts made using the slide device (wide
workpieces), loosen the locking screw if it
is tightened.

Set the required miter and/or bevel angle
as necessary.

Press the workpiece firmly against the
fences.

Firmly clamp the workpiece as appropriate
for its dimensions.

Pull the tool arm away from the fence until
the saw blade is in front of the workpiece.
Switch the power tool on.

Slowly guide the tool arm downwards us-
ing the handle.

Now push the tool arm towards the fences
and saw through the workpiece with uni-
form feed.

Switch off the power tool and wait until the
saw blade has come to a complete stop.
Slowly guide the tool arm upwards.
Aligning the miter angle indicator (see fig-
ure L)

Bring the power tool into the work position.
Turn the saw table to the 0° detent. The
lever must be felt to engage in the detent.
Checking

The angle indicator must be in line with the 0°
mark of the scale.

Setting

Loosen the screw using a cross-headed
screwdriver and align the angle indicator
along the 0° mark.

Retighten the screw.

Transport (see figure M)

Before transporting the power tool, the follow-
ing steps must be carried out:

Loosen the locking screw if it is tightened.
Pull the tool arm fully forwards and retight-
en the locking screw.

Bring the power tool into the transport po-
sition.

Remove all accessories that cannot be se-
curely fitted to the power tool.
